You are also expected to participating in discussions and ask questions of presenters.  You should be mindful that you will need to give presentations in this class and at other times in your education and career.  It may be helpful to take notes on presentation techniques that worked well or did not work well.

This is your moment to shine!  In addition to the requirements above, you are required to give a prepared seminar on a topic of your choice.  This topic should not be directly related to your research, but can be in the same field or general area.  You should consult with your advisor regarding a topic. In addition to the prepared presentation, there will be opportunities for you to give an impromptu chalk talk on your area of research and recent results.  These are not to be prepared lectures!
